Instructions on preparing files for accepted papers
As for publishing your paper as soon as possible, please provide the following materials:
(1) The latex or .doc files for the final version which can be edited, including .tex, .pdf, .eps of figures or .doc.

Please note the paper should include: 
a) The information of all the authors, i.e., the bios (full name, education, work experience, research interests, and membership of IEEE or CAA, etc.) and photographs (600 dpi and above).
b) The abstract and index terms.
c) The fund and its number that support the research (if any).
(2) Original files of the figures (e.g., .jpg, .fig created by MATLAB, .vsd created by VISIO, .doc drawn by WORD, .xls created by EXCEL, etc.) with a minimum resolution of 600 dpi (dots per inch)
(3) A sheet of paper with complete contact information for all the authors, including full mailing addresses, telephone numbers and e-mail addresses.
(4) The signed copyright.

(5) A list of Highlights. Highlights include 3-5 bullet points (a maximum of 85 characters per one point) that convey the core findings, the essence of the research, and the distinction of the paper, to provide readers with a quick textual overview of the paper. 
Please pay attention to the following issues:

(1) Please refer to IEEE editorial style to edit your paper.
(2) Please do not include captions as part of the figures. Do not put captions in "text boxes" linked to the figures. Do not put borders around the outside of your figures.
(3) Please use the abbreviation "Fig." even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate "Table." Tables are numbered with Roman numerals.
(4) Please use color if it is necessary for the proper interpretation of your figures. The colored figures will be shown in the online version of the paper.
(5) Please do not label axes only with units, for example, write "Time (s)", not just "s."
(6) Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). Be sure that the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately following.
(7) References must be listed in the order they were cited (numerical order). The references in text should be numbered from [1]. The style of the reference should be the same as that in IEEE Transactions. An example of references is given below:
